Please be sure to leave a 
message on voicemail if you are not able to call during regular business hours.  If 911 is phoned by a concerned passerby 
and Fire & Rescue, is dispatched you will be charged $500 for firefighting services.  It only takes a few moments to make the 
call before you strike the match.

2008 taxes are due December 31, 2008.  Penalties and arrears @ 1% per month will be applied to outstanding amounts on 
January 1, 2009. 
 



LANDFILL HOURS 
Open Wednesday and Saturday from 10:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. The site is manned and the gate is locked at all times, except 
during operating hours, as indicated. The municipality will not tolerate garbage being dumped on municipal roads.  There is 
a $500.00 fine for anyone caught dumping garbage in the municipality, and the municipality will prosecute anyone that fails 
to pay the fine.
